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    Membership Category Changes 

 

Thank you to all those members that took the time to respond to the recent discussion paper/ proposal on changes to 
membership categories.  Some 200 members responded to the questionnaire.  The membership categories sub- 

committee is now working through the various responses, comments and suggestions received.  

As per our commitment in the discussion paper, we will be holding an information session where you will get a further 
chance to ask questions or clarify issues. It is envisaged that this will be held on Monday 22 August 7pm @ WGC - 

this will be confirmed on the clubs website prior to this date. 

From the many responses & questions received, it was obvious that a number of items required clarification. Below 

are answers to some “frequently asked questions” – we hope this will answer some of the questions received.  

 

What are the full costs of membership including insurance, affiliation fees, bar levy etc? 
Only the base subscription component of the fees was included, as these are still “indicative fees” until con-
firmed and recommended to a general meeting of members. Many of the fees such as insurance, asset re-
placement levy, locker fees etc. do not vary by membership category and/or do not relate to playing rights. 
When the fees are to be approved by members all this information will be included.   

 
Does the 5 day Sun category include Wed AM?   
Yes, the 5 Day SUN category does include Wed AM playing rights.   

 
Can the 6 day rights be clarified? 
These rights are; 
6 DAY Weekend:  includes; Mon, Tues, Wed AM, Thurs, Fri, Sat & SUN. 
6 Day Wed: Includes Mon, Tues, Wed AM & PM, Thurs, Fri & Sun. 

 
What are the competitions that relate to the membership categories proposal? 
As part of the work done to support the proposal, a revised competitions proposal has been prepared. How-
ever, this needs to be reviewed by the Match Committee and approved by the Management Committee    
before being made available. This information will be published as soon as possible.  

  
Can Ladies play Wed AM? 
As stated above, the competitions are yet to be confirmed, but ladies rights to play on Wed AM will certainly 
be considered. 

 
How will any discount be calculated? 
If you are eligible for the 10% discount (20 years continuous service & 65 years of age), it will be a 10% dis-
count to the “subscription component” of your fees. The discount will not apply to fees such as affiliation fees, 
insurance, locker fees, etc.  
 
Why no FIFO (Fly-in Fly-out) membership? 
A membership category for FIFO workers has been established as a “limited access membership” and is 
currently available for members to join. (Details are in the by-laws on the website) It is not envisaged that we 
will  make changes to this as part of this proposal or incorporate it in our constitution. You must meet certain 
terms and conditions to be eligible. Interested members should contact the office.  

 

We trust that this additional information is helpful. We will keep members informed and endeavour to answer further 

questions at the information session planned for August 22.

Dear Members 

Well, it’s the middle of winter again and the course is holding up well, even after all the rain we’ve had, so 
our Greens staff must be commended. 

 

Our Pennants teams are all performing well; Div 2 have won 4 and lost only 1 so they are definite con-
tenders for the finals.  Divs 4, 6, 7, 8 & 9 are also doing well so we’re expecting to have some teams in the 
finals.......good luck to all of you, I know you’ll all do the club proud. 

 

I recently had the pleasure of playing with the Captain of the Singapore Island Country Club.  After the 
game we had a discussion about the cost of playing golf.  As members of a private golf club, many think 
we have it tough but WA must have some of the cheapest membership in the world even though we may 
not think so.  At SICC it costs $230,000 to join.  Membership is transferable and can be sold but the club 
takes 15%.  The course is 81 holes, there are 19800 members of which 7500 are full members; this 
equates to about 1666 full members to every 18 holes.  Each member pays $2160 per year, plus competi-
tion fees.  The club has 200 carts which also generate a substantial income. I suspect that one of their 

          main problems is how to spend all that money they must have sitting in the bank.  Oh to have such a   
          problem! 

Our Junior program is continuing to go very well under the guidance of John Walker (and Jan Plaisted who runs the Junior Clinic) which is 
great to see, after all, they are the members & committees of the future!  I recently read in a magazine that Junior Golf is so successful in 
France that they are actively creating 6 & 9 hole courses, just for juniors.  It’s both rewarding and exciting to see the game being played 
and embraced by       youngsters and that associations and governments are willing to invest in facilities to promote junior development.   

Thank you John & Jan for your commitment to our juniors. 

 

On Saturday 16 July we hosted the Klaus Fast Trophy.  Klaus, who did not play in the event, came to the club to present the trophy.  
When Captain Derrick Ball handed Klaus the name of the winner, Klaus asked if he was reading the name right.  When told that he was 
indeed reading it right he stated that he was sure that when the name of the winner was announced it would be greeted with a standing 
ovation.   

He was right, when Phil Taylor approached the podium to accept his trophy the clubhouse stood to applaud and salute one of life’s true 
Gentlemen.

         can be relatively confident they will survive.

CARE OF OUR COURSE 

Most, if not all playing members, will acknowledge and appreciate the condition of our golf course, and even though we have had some very wet days, 
the course has held up well. 
 
What is disappointing is the number of divots and pug marks that have been either left unattended or have been poorly repaired.  A classic “downer” 
that rightly infuriates fellow golfers is when your ball stops in a divot that hasn‟t had the sides knocked in and been covered with a light layer of sand, 
but instead, disappears below ground level or perches on a pile of sand  that has overfilled the divot hole.  Bunkers too, are often raked in a very ordi-
nary fashion, eg one handed efforts which really don‟t leave the surface in a state that makes it reasonable for the next player who happens to land in 
that area. 
 
Many of you may have noticed that the correct way to fix these, has been on display on the monitors in the clubhouse.  In addition, our website has a 
specific section on “Course Care”.  While you may think you are a full bottle on divots, pug marks and bunker repair, take a few minutes to refresh 
your memories and do the right thing by others as well as helping to keep our course in pristine condition.   
This section of the website also details the requirements with the use of electric carts and those who use them are also encouraged to read the    
information provided. 
When we have heavy rain and the course is soaked, it is vital that carts follow the rules of use; especially adherence to the blue lines around the 
greens.

Bunkers 

Always enter and exit the bunker at the lowest 

point. Before leaving a bunker, the player should 

carefully fill up and smooth over all holes and foot-

prints made by that player or others. They should 

then leave the rake in the bunker facing in the 

same direction as the fairway runs. Push sand 

away from you as you exit the bunker. 

If required rake other affected areas or remove 

debris. 

Do not pile sand at the edge of the bunker. Push 

back excess sand. 

Always leave the rake in the bunker facing in the 

direction that the fairway runs with the handle end 

resting on the edge of the turf . 

Repairing Divots and Ball-Marks 

Through the green, a player should knock 

in with an iron, the edges of any divot 

mark made by them and lightly fill with 

sand. 

Remove any loose turf from the affected 

area. 

Knock in all sides of the edge of the divot 

Pour a small amount of sand over the 

Divot  

Using your club or shoe level out the sand 

Ball Marks  

The player should ensure that any damage to 
the putting green made by the ball or by the 
player is carefully repaired. Unrepaired ball 
marks take over 4 weeks to disappear, poorly 
repaired marks up to 15 days to regrow whilst 
properly repaired ball marks disappear in 

about 24 hours.  

Always start at the back of the mark and push 

forward with the repairer. 

Use repairer around all sides and slowly ease 

turf toward the centre of the mark. Do not lift 

the soil upwards. 

Lightly tap down with putter.

Hi, I read the fore magazine, and was particularly interested in the falling membership/ lack of new members. I would like to just have 
my little pennies worth and to give you some info.  Two friends of mine were interested in joining a club, so I tried to get them to join 
Wanneroo gc, as I explained the club the best way I could they were very interested, until I mentioned the house credit included as an 
extra in the fees. That put them off, (and to be honest I personally cannot blame them, for reasons I will explain )…they could not see 
why a house credit, which is basically an additional fee, should have to be paid, they like myself and my partner just wanted to have a 
game of golf and then go home or off to work whatever, their feelings were that they did not want to have to feel duty bound to spend 
a lot of their free time in the clubhouse.
