Work incomplete for May 

.Verti-drain Coring of Fairways. ð This has commenced with the completion 

of 10 fairways already with 12mm solid tines. The remainder should be com-

pleted by the end of May. This is being completed around competition pro-

gramme. This will now be completed on an as needs basis over the next 2ð 

3 months 

Outcomes ð This is to relieve compaction and allow good air and water 

movement down through the soil profile prior to the wet months. 

Impact ð Minimal affect on play though a preferred lie may be required for a 

short period following this procedure.  

Work incomplete for June 

Continuation of Dead Tree Removal ð Systematic removal of some trees that 

have died over recent months. Remains ongoing 
Outcomes ð Removal of these trees to improve presentation of the course.   Impacts ð No impact to play of the course. 

Verti-draining of Traffic AreasñThe Verti draining of traffic areas near pathways, green surrounds and high wear areas. Remains ongoing 

OutcomesñImproved turf growth and removal of surface water that may gather Impactsñ A preferred lie ruling may be requiredñCheck 

local rules board  

Chemical control of Broadleaf WeedsñControl spraying of broadleaf weeds in various areas around the Course (dependant on weed 

numbers due to weather conditions) affected by rainñwill be carried out over July and August. 

Outcomesña reduction in weed numbers to maintain a good turf quality. ImpactñSpray equipment may be in use on occasions during 

play   

Needle Tining of Greens ð Verti-drain needle tining (4mm) of Greens. Approximately 5 greens will be completed each week. 

Outcomes ð Important to maintain good drainage and air movement. 

Impacts ð There is minimal affect on greens playability within a couple of days. Follow up with greens roller to help smooth surface. 

Greens will be completed in and around competitions. Verti-drain unit may be working on greens at times. 

Work planned for July 

Herbicide Application to Fairways, Greens Surrounds and Tees. ð Herbicide application to all Fairways, Semi roughs, tees and selected 

Green surrounds has commenced. 

Outcomes ð Eradication of existing winter grass plants and protection from further germination. 

Impacts ð Irrigation will be applied for a brief time following chemical application. 

Fairway, Tee, Green Surround & Semi Rough Fertilising ð This is the 3rd application of fertiliser in this manner for the season. 

Outcomes ð Improved colour and presentation. 

Impacts ð No impact on play. 

Upgrade of Bent Grass Nursery ð  Enlargement of the bent grass nursery near 5th hole. Outcomes ð will increase the size of this nursery 

to supply adequate bent grass turf for use when required. Impacts ð Nil. 

Tree Seedling Planting ð Planting of tree seedlings around course. The timing of this will be dependant on having received adequate  

rainfall at this time.  Outcomes ð To replace trees that have died and maintain rough areas. Impacts ð An increase in the number of 

staked trees around the course. 

Tree Stump Removal ð The removal of stumps from fallen/ removed trees. 

Impacts ð Local rule will be introduced if necessary to receive relief from these areas. Check Local Rule board. 

Clearing Vegetation from Boundary Fence ð Removal of over-hanging limbs, ground vegetation and tree saplings. This practice will ex-

tend into August. Outcomes ð To protect fenceline from damage due to growth of trees/shrubs and to spray growth around base. 

Impacts ð No affect on play. 

Leveling of Bunker Bases ð Flattening of bunker bases with bunker raking machine. 

Outcomes ð An improvement in the playability of bunkers. Impact ð May cause softening somewhat in areas of the bunkers. 

Work planned for August 

Verti-draining of Tees ð Renovation of tees tops with 8mm solid tines. Outcomes ð Relieve compaction on teeing areas and encourage 

recovery from divot damage. Impact ð No impact on play of the course. 

Fairway, Tee, Green Surround & Semi Rough Fertilising ð This will be the 4th application of fertiliser in this manner for the season. 

Outcomes ð Improved colour and presentation. Impacts ð No impact on play. 

Needle Tining of Greens ð Verti-drain needle tining (4mm) of Greens. Approximately 5 greens will be completed each week. 

Outcomes ð Important to maintain good drainage and air movement. 

Impacts ð There is minimal affect on greens playability within a couple of days. Follow up with greens roller to help smooth surface. 

Greens will be completed in and around competitions. Verti-drain unit may be working on greens at times. 

Soil Testing ð Samples of various sites will be taken and sent off for testing. 

Outcomes ð This is to assess any amendments that may need application in Spring. 

Impact ð Some visible signs of sampling on various sites.
